Last Game:  Sunday, Nov. 13 – Minnesota 125, L.A. Lakers 99  
Andrew Wiggins exploded for a career-high 47 points and Nemanja Bjelica added a career-best 24 points and eight 
rebounds to carry the Timberwolves past Los Angeles, 125-99, on Sunday night at Target Center. Wiggins had 13 
points as Minnesota built a 36-27 lead after one quarter, but Lou Williams capped an 8-0 burst that pulled the Lakers 
to within one early in the second. The Wolves then held L.A. to just one field goal in a seven-minute stretch to rebuild 
their lead to 69-46 by halftime. The Lakers chiseled the deficit to 12 late in the third before Karl-Anthony Towns' 3-
pointer beat the buzzer to make it 87-72, and continued their comeback when a Jordan Clarkson jumper narrowed the 
gap to eight with 7:56 remaining. However, Wiggins and Towns teamed up for the Wolves' next 10 points and back-to-
back treys from Bjelica and Tyus Jones put the game out of reach at 118-98 with 2:41 left. Towns totaled 22 points 
and 12 rebounds for Minnesota while Ricky Rubio collected 10 points and 10 assists. Williams' 17 points led six 
double-digit scorers for the Lakers, with Clarkson and Julius Randle tacking on 14 apiece.

Blake Griffin totaled 20 points and 11 rebounds, and DeAndre Jordan added 18 points and 16 boards as Los Angeles 
coasted to a 119-105 victory over the Timberwolves on Saturday night at Target Center. The Clippers finished the first 
period with a 19-6 blitz to grab a 34-21 lead, but Zach LaVine sparked a second-quarter comeback that saw 
Minnesota draw even at 43-43 on Karl-Anthony Towns' 3-pointer. However, L.A. sank seven of its final nine shots in 
the half to rebuild a 60-51 cushion at intermission. The Clippers responded to Ricky Rubio's trey by tallying 11 of the 
next 13 points to make it 79-63 midway through the third, and grabbed their largest lead of the night at 92-73 on an 
Austin Rivers layup with 10:52 left in the contest. Nemanja Bjelica and Tyus Jones sank 3-pointers to help the Wolves 
narrow the gap to 11 five minutes later, but the comeback bid stalled at that point and L.A. went on to win for the ninth 
consecutive time at Target Center. Chris Paul netted 19 points and eight assists for the Clippers while Towns led 
Minnesota with 24 points and 10 rebounds, Andrew Wiggins tallied 22 points and LaVine chipped in 15.

WOLF TRACKS:  The Wolves continued their four-game homestand with Sunday's 125-99 triumph over the Lakers… The final 26-point 
margin represents Minnesota's 2nd-largest win ever vs. L.A. (143-107 on Mar. 28, 2014); the teams' previous seven meetings had been 
decided by a total of 23 points… The Clippers beat Minnesota, 119-105, on Saturday, their ninth straight win at Target Center dating to 
the Wolves' 95-94 victory on Mar. 5, 2012… Minnesota snapped a three-game losing streak with the 123-107 victory in Orlando on Nov. 
9, its first road win in five starts this year and ending an eight-year road drought against the Magic that dated to the 102-101 win on Apr. 
11, 2008… Brooklyn registered a 119-110 decision on Nov. 8, just Minnesota's second defeat in five trips to the Barclays Center… The 
three-game trip began with a 112-92 loss in Oklahoma City on Nov. 5; in their prior visit to Chesapeake Energy Arena (Mar. 11), the

Milwaukee on Oct. 6, 2008… The Wolves made their Target Center debut for 2016-17 with a 101-94 victory over Memphis on Oct. 19 –

Karl-Anthony Towns saw his NBA season-best streak of double-doubles halted at 15 in the Apr. 11 loss to Houston but is the fourth 
player in franchise history to post 50 double-doubles in a season.

TOWNS EARNS ROOKIE HONOR: On May 16, Wolves center Karl-Anthony Towns was named the recipient of the Eddie Gottlieb 
Trophy as the 2015-16 Kia NBA Rookie of the Year, becoming just the fifth unanimous winner of the award since 1984 and joining 
teammate Andrew Wiggins (the 2014-15 honoree) to make Minnesota the first team with back-to-back winners since Buffalo's Bob 
McAdoo and Ernie DiGregorio in 1972-73 and 1973-74. Towns received all 130 first-place votes and 650 total points (5-3-1 format) 
from a panel of sportswriters and broadcasters throughout the U.S. and Canada, and was the only rookie to be listed on each ballot. 
New York forward Kristaps Porzingis finished second in the voting with 363 points and Denver center Nikola Jokic came in third with 
59 points. Towns started all 82 games for the Wolves, averaging 18.3 ppg, 10.5 rpg and 1.68 bpg while ranking 3rd among all NBA 
players in double-doubles (52) and 8th in FG accuracy (54.2%). He tallied 30+ points on four occasions, topped by a season-high 
35-point effort in the Feb. 10 win over Toronto, and registered season highs in rebounds (21) and assists (nine) Apr. 3 vs. Dallas.

A CLEAN SWEEP: On Apr. 15, Minnesota center Karl-Anthony Towns was named the NBA's Western Conference Rookie of the 
Month for April. Towns, the top overall pick in the 2015 NBA Draft, led all rookies in scoring (18.9 ppg), rebounding (11.9 rpg), 
blocks (1.71 bpg) and double-doubles (a league-best six) while ranking 5th in both FG accuracy (49.1%) and assists (3.6 apg). He 
registered season highs in rebounds (21) and assists (nine) Apr. 3 vs. Dallas, becoming the NBA's first rookie to collect at least 21 
rebounds and nine assists in the same game since Elgin Baylor in 1959. Towns scored 14 of his 27 points in the 4th quarter Apr. 9 
at Portland, punctuated by hitting the game-winning jumper with 1.8 seconds left, and contributed 28 points and 14 rebounds in the 
Apr. 13 finale vs. New Orleans – a victory that saw Minnesota shoot 65.1% and ring up a franchise-record 144 points. It's Towns' 
sixth consecutive monthly honor; he's the eighth player since the award's inception in 1981-82 to earn six Rookie of the Month 
accolades, joining David Robinson, Tim Duncan, LeBron James, Carmelo Anthony, Chris Paul, Blake Griffin and Damian Lillard.

TOWNS IS WEEK'S BEST IN WEST: On Apr. 11, Wolves center Karl-Anthony Towns was named the NBA's Western Conference 
Player of the Week for games played Apr. 4-10. Towns helped Minnesota to a 3-0 record for the week – sweeping a West Coast trip 
that featured stops at Golden State, Sacramento and Portland – by averaging 21.3 ppg (50.0%), 10.3 rpg, 3.0 apg and 1.67 bpg. He 
tallied 20 points and 12 rebounds as the Timberwolves erased a 17-point, 3rd-quarter deficit to beat Golden State in OT on Apr. 5, 
added 17 points and 10 rebounds in the Apr. 7 victory at Sacramento, and rounded out the week with 27 points (including 14 in the 
4th quarter) and nine rebounds Apr. 9 at Portland. It's the first weekly honor of Towns' career; he becomes the eighth player (and 
first rookie) in franchise history to win the award, joining Kevin Garnett (15 times), Kevin Love (twice), Al Jefferson (twice), Stephon 
Marbury (Feb. 21, 1999), Sam Cassell (Dec. 28, 2003), Nikola Pekovic (Apr. 8, 2013) and Mo Williams (Jan. 19, 2015).

WOLF TRACKS:  Minnesota finished 2015-16 with a 29-53 record, a 13-game improvement from 2014-15, when the Wolves won a 
league-low 16 games… It was the 3rd-largest increase in the NBA last season behind Charlotte (+15) and New York (+15), as well as 
the 3rd-best year-over-year bump in franchise history (+25 in 1999-2000, +14 in 1996-97)… The final record marks the fifth time in six 
seasons Minnesota has improved on its previous year's victory total… The Wolves have now missed the postseason in 12 straight 
years, after advancing to the playoffs every season from 1996-97 through 2003-04 (eight)… The current absence is the longest active 
postseason drought – Sacramento (10) and Phoenix (six) are next on that list – and equals the 2nd-longest in NBA history behind the 
Clippers franchise's 15-year siesta from 1976-77 through 1990-91 while drifting from Buffalo to San Diego to Los Angeles… Minnesota 
opened the season by splitting its first 16 games (through Nov. 27) before dropping 26 of its next 34 to tumble to 14-36… However, the 
Wolves recovered to put together a 15-17 record over their final 32 games (beginning Feb. 3), highlighted by a three-game West Coast 
sweep in April that featured wins at playoff-bound Golden State (124-117 on Apr. 5) and Portland (106-105 on Apr. 9)… Minnesota 
finished 15-26 away from Target Center, the only team in the NBA last season to win more games on the road than at home… 



SCHEDULE NOTES:  The Wolves won four of seven April starts, their first winning final month since going 6-4 in 2005 – highlighted by 
rallying from 17 points back to defeat Golden State, 124-117 in OT, on Apr. 5 at Oracle Arena… Over its final 35 games, Minnesota 
went 8-9 vs. teams with winning records but 7-11 vs. sub-.500 opponents… The Apr. 7 win at Sacramento hiked the Wolves' record to 
10-8 vs. Pacific Division opponents, the first time they've ended above .500 vs. the Pacific since 2004-05 (also 10-8)… The Mar. 26 loss 
to Utah completed the final of 14 back-to-back sets for Minnesota; they finished 6-8 in the first and 2-12 in the second game of back-to-
backs… The Wolves erased last-minute deficits in the 4th quarter and both OTs to edge Washington, 132-129, on Mar. 25 at the 
Verizon Center…That win came in Minnesota's final game vs. an Eastern Conference opponent for the season; they went 11-19 vs. the 
East (9-21 last year, 17-13 in 2013-14)… Coupled with the 113-104 triumph vs. Sacramento on Mar. 23, it was the first time Minnesota 
had enjoyed a winning streak since Feb. 3-6 (at L.A. Clippers, vs. Chicago)… The Mar. 7 defeat at Charlotte capped a run in which the 
Wolves played seven of nine vs. Eastern teams; it also concluded the second and final four-games-in-five-nights grind (Nov. 9-13)… 
Dallas routed the Wolves 128-101 loss on Feb. 28; the 27-point spread represented Minnesota's biggest loss in 2015-16… 

ROAD TESTED:  Minnesota completed its final road trip with a 3-0 record following the 106-105 victory at Portland on Apr. 9, ending an 
eight-game drought at the Moda Center… It's the fifth time in club history the Wolves have put together an unbeaten trip of at least 
three games, the first since going 4-0 from Dec. 2-7, 2005… Minnesota went 6-3 in its final nine away from Target Center, with four of 
the wins coming vs. opponents heading to the postseason (Oklahoma City, Memphis, Golden State, Portland)… Minnesota wrapped up 
a 2-2 trip with the 116-111 loss at Houston on Mar. 18; the four-game swing began with a buzzer-beating 99-96 victory at Oklahoma 
City on Mar. 11 and included a 114-108 win in Memphis on Mar. 16… The latter victory was just the Wolves' second at FedExForum in 
the last seven years, while the Mar. 11 triumph was their first in Oklahoma City since November 2008... Minnesota halted its five-game 
losing streak with the 108-102 victory Feb. 3 at the Clippers, in the finale of a four-game Western swing; the win also ended the Wolves' 
14-game series slide vs. Los Angeles… The Clippers win stopped Minnesota's 12-game losing streak away from Target Center… 

FINDING THE RANGE:  The Wolves shot a blistering 65.1% in the season-ending Apr. 13 triumph over New Orleans, their 17th 50%+ 
outing in the last 41 contests… Minnesota hit 48.3% (106.3 ppg) in those 41 – including a franchise-record 68.4% in the Mar. 5 win over 
Brooklyn – after reaching the 50% mark just four times in its first 41 (44.6% and 98.6 ppg)… The 48.3% mark ranked 2nd in the NBA 
(behind only Golden State's 49.0%) over the season's second half; the Wolves also placed 2nd in True Shooting Percentage at 56.9% 
(trailing Golden State's 59.7%) and 7th in Effective FG Percentage during that stretch… Minnesota erupted for a club-record 144 points 
in the Apr. 13 finale vs. New Orleans, eclipsing the previous high of 143 set vs. the L.A. Lakers on Mar. 28, 2014… The Wolves have 
tallied 130+ points on 10 occasions all time, with three of those coming in the final six weeks of 2015-16 (132 vs. Brooklyn, Mar. 5; 132 
at Washington, Mar. 25)… Overall, Minnesota finished 15th in scoring (102.4 ppg) and 7th in FG accuracy (46.4%)…They also ranked 
8th in assists (23.4 apg); the 41 assists vs. New Orleans on Apr. 13 were a single-game high in the NBA last season… 

ONES & THREES:  Minnesota made all 31 of its FT attempts Feb. 19 at Memphis, just the 10th time in the past 50 years a team has 
been perfect from the line with 30+ FTA (first since Phoenix went 32-for-32 on Feb. 8, 2008)… The Wolves shot 43-for-53 on Feb. 10 
vs. Toronto, the 2nd-most-prolific night in franchise history (52-for-64 at Denver, Mar. 3, 2014) and the 10th time they've made 40+ FTs 
in a game… Minnesota led the NBA last season in FTs made (21.4 per game) and ranked 2nd in FT attempts (27.0 per game) and 4th 
in FT accuracy (79.2%)… The Wolves' 13-for-28 effort from beyond the arc Apr. 13 vs. New Orleans marked a season best for three-
pointers made… It was just the fifth time they'd hit 10+ treys, tying Milwaukee for the fewest such games in the NBA for 2015-16… The 
Wolves finished 8-for-17 from beyond the arc Jan. 13 at Houston, ending a run of 22 straight games in which they'd made fewer threes 
than their opponent – the longest such drought in NBA history… Minnesota picked up to 37.0% from long range (making 6.54 treys per 
game) over its final 28 starts, finishing the year ranked 25th in three-point accuracy (33.8%) and 29th in treys made (5.55 per game)… 

THE DEFENSE RESTS: Houston shot 55.8% on Apr. 11, the league-leading 30th time the Wolves allowed 50%+; the Rockets fired at 
a 56.5% clip on Mar. 18, the top percentage vs. Minnesota last year… Houston's 129 points on Apr. 11 matched the high total by a 
Minnesota opponent in 2015-16, joining Golden State (Nov. 12) and Washington (Mar. 25)… Dallas shot 38.6% on Apr. 3, the Wolves' 
eighth sub-40% defensive effort of the season but first since Jan. 6 vs. Denver (41 games)… Minnesota limited Oklahoma City to 96 
points on Mar. 11, ending a run of 16 consecutive games allowing 100+… That's the 2nd-longest such streak in franchise history; the 
Wolves gave up 100 or more 24 straight times from Feb. 15-Mar. 31, 1992… The Wolves held Denver to 78 points on Jan. 6, tying their 
best defensive outing of the season; they beat the Nuggets 95-78 on Oct. 30 and went 12-11 when holding the opposition under 100 
points… Golden State sank 18 three-pointers on Nov. 12, matching the Target Center record set by Minnesota on Dec. 4, 2010 vs. 
Cleveland… For the year, the Wolves ranked 23rd in scoring defense (106.0 ppg) and 28th in defensive FG percentage (47.1%)… 

THE BOARD REPORT:  Minnesota outrebounded New Orleans 43-33 on Apr. 13, the 12th time last year they notched a double-digit 
edge; the biggest positive spread was 49-31 vs. Sacramento on Dec. 18… Memphis piled up a 51-33 edge on Mar. 16, the Wolves' 
second win on the four-game trip when facing a double-digit deficit (54-37 at Oklahoma City, Mar. 11); they finished 2-8 overall in that 
category… Minnesota came up short in 14 of its last 20 starts, being outboarded by -4.5 rpg (39.2-43.7) in that span; the Wolves had 
held the upper hand in 11 of their previous 14 games, enjoying a +4.7 rpg (43.5-38.8) margin… Phoenix outboarded Minnesota 57-36 
on Mar. 14, its largest deficit of the season; the last team to be outrebounded by 17+ in three straight games was the Lakers in March 
2014… The Wolves put together a run of three straight games with 10+ rebound margins in November (Nov. 9-10-12), tying the longest

Was Minnesota's leading rebounder 63 times and top scorer on 27 occasions; he had 32 games with 20+ points among his 73
